Selection Policy

This document is intended to make transparent the selection procedures of the club and help to ensure every player is treated in a fair manner as regards selection to play league cricket through consistent application of these principles across all four sides.
Availability

Players must make their availability known to one of the captains by 7pm on the Monday preceding the game.

This can be done 
i)
at one of the previous games by ticking the availability

sheet,



or
ii)
by contacting one of the captains by email or phone.

This may be done on a week to week basis or long term availability can be communicated to and recorded by the captains.

The captains should not be expected to have to contact registered players for their availability.

It is expected that all players who make themselves available do so for all four teams.

Selection

The Selection Committee consists of the Secretary, Chairman and captains of the 4 league teams.  

The captains will meet on the Monday evening preceding the games and select four sides.  These will be emailed on Tuesday to the teams and any player who does not have access to email will be contacted by phone on Tuesday.  If necessary a voicemail message will be left.

Players should confirm by 5pm on Wednesday at the latest, by phone or email.

At practice on Wednesday evening the captains will discuss and address any issues arising from selection, including filling places of players who have not confirmed availability.

Policy for Selection of Teams

The 1st XI captain will select, in consultation with the other members of the committee the best team he can from the players available.  The 2nd XI captain will then do the same from the remaining available players and so on until all four sides are selected.

There are many factors that may affect these decisions, including recent performance, availability, youth v experience, attendance at training and the balance of the team, for example each team should have a minimum of 5 batsmen, 4 bowlers and where possible a experienced wicket keeper. The overriding principle will be the selection of a team(s) that has the best chance of winning that Saturday’s match.

Players should make themselves aware of the Cherwell League eligibility rules that could effect their selection for teams during the final 2 weeks of the season.
The captains will endeavour to communicate with players who are promoted or demoted and convey the reasons for the decision.  If any player wishes to discuss his/her own selection they are encouraged to do this with any member of the Selection Committee.

Players who have not paid match fees or subscriptions (by the 30th June) will be at risk of losing their place in a team.

Withdrawal after Selection

On very rare occasions a player may need to withdraw from a team after being selected.  The player should consider the effect this has, not only on the team he was selected for but also the other teams in the club.  The later this withdrawal is made the more inconvenient it is for the club. 

Any player who does withdraw after selection should also be aware that they may be putting in jeopardy their place in the team for the following weeks.
